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Abstract

This study sheds light on the issue of planning based on gender, where the planning
area is seen as an area of equal opportunities between men and women in a way
that ensures the achievement of equal opportunities for the person who lives in this
city and considers himself a part of it, whether he is a man or a woman, with a
focus on Designing places to serve both sexes, male and female, and thus serving
the entire family, designing the entire city so that it serves its residents without
discrimination and providing all the needs that facilitate the lives of both sexes of
all ages and from a female point of view based on meeting the material and moral
needs of women within the urban environment in which they live, and ensuring that
they give them a sense of comfort and urban safety . The spatial reality of women
in the city of Jericho was discussed as a case study, with the aim of identifying the
behavior of local women within these spaces and areas, and whether their needs are
taken into account by planning policies when designing and shaping the urban
environment.

The study aims mainly to highlight the importance of providing spaces Urban gives
women a sense of safety and physical and moral comfort, to become more able to
positively and effectively interact with the surrounding urban environment, by
providing for their different needs when forming and designing the various spaces
and areas of the city. The study concludes that local women in the city of Jericho
are totally absent from urban planning policies, and that women in general in the
city do not have their own needs in urban spaces and places, and do not feel
material and moral security, especially their fundamental lack of social security and
their constant fear for their personal safety Especially in the evening times, as for
the local urban planning policies, they are also absent at the present time from
paying attention to the leisure needs of women.

In the end, the study came out with a set of recommendations based on the results
and observations within the scope and limits of the study. These recommendations
included suggestions for women in particular, and the most important of these
recommendations; The necessity of collective action among all concerned parties to
advance a planning policy for the city, in accordance with new standards that take
into account the woman’s point of view in using places in the city to meet her daily



needs and the use of public spaces in the city by women freely, comfortably and
safely, at all times and without feeling danger.
