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This study presents findings from the Spring
2012  interdisciplinary  project on  the
incorporation of creative and critical thinking
skills as a discrete component of the university
curricula  The researchers represent three
different disciplines: Mathematics, English as a
Foreign Language and Education. Each member
of the team designed two lessons that required
higher-order  thinking  skill  such  as:
comprehension,  application, analysis and
evaluation. The study investigated the student-
student and student-teacher interaction through
multiple activities that offered opportunities for
interaction. The purpose of this study was to
ascertain the effects of integrating higher order
skills on student learning outcomes. The data
was collected through lesson study using
multiple  instruments (pre-tests, post-tests,
interviews, assignment grades “and teacher's
records of class interaction). This lesson study
represents a form of professional development as

it provides' an opportunity for ongoing.

collaboration among instructors from different
disciplines and allows them to discuss what the
results reveal about student thinking and
learning.
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
