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Abstract

Using the thematic-based exegesis method, this study has explained the Holy Quran's
way of helping and standing by the side of the wronged people. The study has also
listed the mechanisms and means which the Holy Qur'an has followed. In chapter one,
the researcher dwelt on the meaning of oppression [injustice], its connotations in the
Qur'anic contexts and levels of oppression. In chapter two, the researcher examined the
ways of helping the wronged people in the Holy Book: educational, ideological and
doctrinal. He highlighted the Qur'anic verses which included forbiddance against
oppression, and other verses scaring Muslims away from practicing it. The researcher
concluded the chapter with a look at the importance of helping the wronged people and
the consequences of failing to do that. In the third chapter, the researcher classified the
causes of oppression: oppressor-related causes, oppressed-related causes and
community-related causes. In the final chapter the researcher explained the ways of
helping the wronged people in words by consoling them and praying for them,
disputing\arguing with the oppressors, defending and helping the wronged people
through laws and exceptions for the sake of their protection.

In the light of this investigation, the researcher has found that helping the oppressed in
the Holy Qur'an has been both comprehensive and complementary. It is educational,
ideological and doctrinal. It also includes fighting the causes of oppression in words
and in action. It is, in short, a comprehensive succouring of the wrong people.
