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Research summary

The research aims to propose two growth poles in the Nablus urban area
and to create a detailed organization plan for both the eastern and western
poles. The geography and topography of the Nablus urban area, which is
located between two mountains: Ebal in the north and Al-Tur (Gerizim)
in the south, made it special. As the extension of the city and its suburbs
in the middle on a sloping plain between two mountains and on their
slopes made it possible for urban expansion to take two directions, west
and east, rather than expanding towards the north and south, and in light
of the population increase, political obstacles, and the lack of clear
borders separating the city and its suburbs, all the mixing of rural life in
In many places in rural life, people have moved outside the city and to
places close to its center in pursuit of stability and housing, especially
with the absence of a dividing line or clear definition of the extent to
which the city reaches. These communities have begun to suffer from
isolation and the lack of a clear personality that defines the features of the
city, as well as The spread of unregulated housing there, especially after
the city annexed large areas of the surrounding communities.

Therefore, the study aims to study the historical and urban development
of the city of Nablus and its surrounding suburbs, and to study trends in
urban development in the suburbs and to know the possibility of future
urban expansion in the eastern and western suburb areas, and the
possibility of establishing two growth poles. The study area was chosen
based on a previous strategic study of the proposed development policies
for the area. Urban Nablus. The Nablus urban area suffers from many
problems and threats, which require improvement of these areas through
urban transformation, especially in three areas: the eastern growth pole,
the western growth pole, and the commercial center area of the city of
Nablus, which represents the commercial center of the Nablus urban area
through the integration of relations within the region. Urban area .

The eastern pole, which is an industrial craftsman pole in Deir al-Hatab,
Salem, Azmut, Rujib, and the city of Nablus, suffers from pollution of the
surrounding agricultural and residential areas, and there are also problems
with traffic congestion and mixing of land uses. As for the western pole,
which has a crafts area in Beit Iba and Qusin, which causes pollution to
agricultural areas. There are also problems with traffic congestion,



mixing of land uses, and the presence of densely packed residential areas
of different heights.

The project aims to solve the problems and threats that the Nablus urban
area suffers from, by studying the current situation in various sectors and
identifying the strengths, weaknesses, threats, and opportunities available
in the urban area in order to enhance the strengths and weaknesses that
exist in both poles, identify the most important needs of the region, and
avoid the weaknesses and threats that it suffers from. Both poles and
adherence to urban trends as required by the current use of the area.
