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Abstract

Project: planning a heritage tourist village, Balaa - Al Kharg

The project represents an attempt to find a type of tourism that is lacking in the region, as it is
concerned with developing the Jabal Rashin area and creating a tourist village that represents
the architectural, urban and environmental heritage in the region, and to restore life to this
region, and such tourism constitutes a kind of industry, as such projects can combine
Ecotourism, heritage and entertainment, which is an important source for moving the
economy in the region, and an important factor in preserving the local heritage.
