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It is widely recognized that teaching literature
could be a great tool for the acquisition of language
for it offers the best examples of style, diction, and
structure in interesting formats. However, with
studying literature comes also a sense of alienation
from the topic, for many students find it hard to
connect to the culture of the story or poem they
read. Consequently, many reject the work. This
research is intended to share some methods I have
used to introduce the students to the novels and
plays they study. The methods include museums,
entry points, multiple-intelligence assignments, etc.
These methods helped bridge the cultural and
historical gap between the students and the texts
they read.
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
