Excellence in learning and teaching is achieved
in Japan through an approach to professional
learning, pedagogical and curriculum
development called Lesson Study (LS). LS
combines deliberate reflection and collaborative
classroom located enquiry and has led to
significant improvements in student outcomes
and quality of instruction and curriculum. LS has
spread to East Asian countries as well as the UK,
Sweden and the US and is increasingly used
successfully by university teachers. In this
session Dr Dudley will share his research
findings demonstrating why LS can improve
teaching so powerfully and suggest how its
effects can be best utilised in higher education.
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
