Project’s Abstract:
When researchers start working on a project or research they lack resources, ideas or answers to the problem they are working on. Other concern researchers have is reaching out to people who have answers to questions they have or other researchers who faced similar problems. 
When researchers are willing to work on a problem start defining what is the problem that they target and this is a problem by itself! Defining the domain then specify the problem is the hardest part of any research. If that was set next steps can be figured out somehow. So, a platform where people can publish researches they worked on, search on other people work, and present a community in which researchers communicate with each other for help and overcome the problems they face is the solution will be worked on.
Initially the Najah students who work on their graduation project was targeted to provide the best experience for the sample of users that the researchers are familiar with. Providing a website and a mobile application providing such functionality will help other students find their ideas and support when facing problems. Also, providing a platform that the companies can find interesting students to recruit. 
The Solution will have a profile for each user that can upload projects on. A project can have an abstract to be shown to the users but with privileged access to the other resources. Other resources can be paper, charts, images, calculations, demos and any other related work. The privilege can be obtained with a request sent to the owner of the project asking to be given the access needed. 
Another section is a Q and A. When a researcher is having a problem with a technology, a community is there for them providing the needed support to help. This is more like posting where there are comments and replies to those comments and even replies to the replies themselves.  
A Database for an expert system will be created (manually at this stage) providing the most common ways to solve a problem so if a user is following the steps can find an answer but if not, the community is over there all it takes is to post.
User can get the news feed depending on following the other users and the topics they follow. Notifications are used as well to notify the user as well. They can interact with the ‘posts’ -projects or questions- with a comment or a recommend. But when needed a chat system will be provided to ease the communications between the users. 
There are many applications that does a partial functionality such as Research Gate, IEEE Explore and Springer containing millions of precious papers. And many communities like Stack Overflow, Arduino hub and many others are there to answer and help providing solutions for problems workers have while building projects.
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
