Abstract
The idea of ​​research came as a solution to some of the problems of the city of Nablus related to poor planning of residential districts in the city and the lack of clarity of the boundaries of these districts, and many problems represented by the randomness of districts, poor distribution of services, inefficiency and adequacy in relation to the number of housing in the district, in addition to the difficulty of accessing some basic services due to the topography and the mountainous nature of the city, and also the lack of clarity of the hierarchy of the districts' streets in Nablus. This project aims to redevelop the residential districts in the city of Nablus to suit the various needs of the population, by providing services that meet the needs of the population in terms of social, educational and entertainment, taking into account the security aspects, by providing parks, public spaces, educational services, police and fire stations, and distribute them in a manner that achieves easy access to them by serving them with adequate street networks. After performing a comprehensive analysis of Nablus' services and their scope of coverage, the lowest quality districts were identified based on (Livability) criteria, the lowest quality districts in the city were identified and Ras al-Ain district was taken as a case study to review the area’s planning, and a detailed plan was made that includes the distribution of services in the neighborhood, and proposed land use and street network.
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
