Abstract 
Palestinian cities suffer from many problems, the most important of which is the unconscious and organized urban expansion due to the Zionist challenges of taking away large areas of land. .
Here lies the importance of the study, which dealt with part of the most important road in the West Bank, which is Nablus - Huwwara Street, where part of the 60th Street connecting the cities of the West Bank from the north to the south. Huwwara Street suffers from indiscriminate use and the suffocating crisis in the peak hours and the presence of political determinants of the presence of the Huwwara checkpoint, where its closure prevents any communication between the northern communities with the center and south. This was evidenced by the study and analysis of reality in terms of roads and land uses and solutions and plans to solve problems were developed on the one hand and a land use plan and a road plan on the other.
The study is based on giving the identity of the street and attention as the entrance to the city of Nablus, and the exploitation of many untapped opportunities to improve the economy and maintain its continuity, and reduce the traffic and random crisis in the street.
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
