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The Palestinian Parliament

Abstract

The parliament is a legislative body that plays a crucial role in the life of any
nation. For Palestinian citizens, it holds a profound symbolic significance that
goes beyond its legal function. It is intended to represent the people, conveying
their voice after years of suffering and occupation, and expressing their hopes,
aspirations, and rights. As such, it stands as a symbol of the people's
steadfastness and determination to remain rooted in their land.

The Palestinian National Authority represents the first experience of self-
governance for the Palestinians, Where Israeli authorities managed the
occupied Palestinian territories through Israeli civil administration. The
Declaration of Principles included an Israeli commitment to dismantle the civil
administration, and both parties Were required to establish an entity
responsible for managing the areas under this administration. Consequently, an
agreement Was reached to create a council elected by Palestinians residing in
the West Bank and Gaza Strip.

However, the idea of establishing an independent Palestinian parliament that
reflects the vision of a fully independent Palestine, free from occupation, with
its own entity and legislative powers separate from any other political party, has
become an urgent need given the deteriorating political situation in Palestine.

This research provides a general overview of the project, starting with a
discussion on the history of parliament, then addressing the importance and
necessity of the project. It then analyzes similar case studies. Following this, a
site for the project Was selected and analyzed from all climatic, historical, and
other aspects. Finally, the project program Was analyzed, detailing approximate
spaces and functional relationships.
