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The Exhibition and Conference Center is a building where exhibitions and conferences are built within architectural spaces.
The center requires large areas and large heights in order to work fully and correctly, the center must be far from the development of the city and urban communities for several reasons, the most important of which are:
First: It does not cause traffic crises because when it works it will have a very large turnout and this causes a traffic crisis so it will cause a traffic crisis inside the city and also not reaching the right time for the center
Second: The center must be located on a main or regional road in order to facilitate access to it because visitors may be from inside or outside the city, so the location was chosen outside the city and away from its development.
Also a careful approach was developed that includes a comprehensive understanding of the basic functional relationships with a comprehensive analysis of the land plot, as well as maximum diversity in buildings and their assembly around the central square, services, cars and pedestrian movements and entrances were also separated.
The center was designed based on the shape of the land and contour lines in the plot and this design was the best to mix buildings with the area and open spaces.
