Left block includes surgery, grooming
quarantine, and waste management 
Right block has pet rooms (cats & dogs)
staff office, supply room, and an upper 
café level with outdoor space accessible
via ramp for visitors with dogs

Design elements such
as water features,shading 
  and skylights were used,
to create a natural, open
atmosphere. A small 
  amphitheater allows 
  animals to express
  themselves. The aim is to
support the well-being of
rescued animals by offering 
a safe and comfortable space
