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Introduction:

The main idea of this project is to build an archiving system for translated messages between collages and departments of An_Najah National University.
Objectives:
· To make it easy and computerized to send messages between faculties and departments 
· To make the sending of messages including attachment files such as pictures, documents, files…
· To achieve more secure system controlled by the administrator.
· To make adding features to the system more reliable and efficiency such as adding faculties, departments to each faculty and users for each department.
Contents: 
· The system can be used by two types of users :
1. Administrator: can create faculties, departments and users with there ranks and activate users status (active or in active).
2. Normal users: can deal with messages such as sending, receiving and editing.
· The system contains two type of messages :
1. Direct messages: from one user to another directly, that means the source and the destination are is one to one.
2. Indirect messages: this type of messages send from one user (source) to an other user (destination) passing through one or two other users.       
· In the users side the administrator can enter three main pages which are 
1. Login page.
2. Messages page.
3. Administration page.
· But normal user can enter only
1. Login page.
2. Message page.
· The login page used to enter user_id and password to login, and it has a facility to recover if the password forgot.
· The message page contains four sub pages ,new, inbox ,sent, compose messages

· The administration page consists of four sub pages to create faculties, departments, users and controlling the created users whether they are active or in active.
· More detailes:
1. The login page
· To use the system you must enter a correct user id and password in the specific fields and press log in button.
· If you forget your password you need to recover it ,so you press forget password button which passes you to recovery page which need to enter the user id and answer for the secret question, to be able to recover password.   
2. The administration page
· Creating Faculties: we need to enter the name, id and  name of the dean of the faculty

· Creating Departments: we need to enter the name, id, symbol and the related faculty id.

· Creating Users: we need to enter the name, id, email, related faculty, related department, the rank, secret question, secret answer and password of the user.
· Controlling The Created Users: we can choose any faculty and any department to show the information the users within, these user information can be editing and updating as the administrator wont, such as deactivate any user…

3. The messages page
· New Messages: To see the messages received newly, read and edit them or forward them if they were indirect messages.
· Inbox Messages: To see the received messages, read, edit, and forward them if they were indirect messages.
· Sent Messages: To see the sent messages, read, edit, resend them if need.
· Compose: To send messages, so we need select to whom and by who we wont it to pass, we may include it with attach files (pic,doc,pdf,……). 
· Problems:

1. One the most important problems which we faced in our project is connecting to sqlexpress which is installed with the visual studio2005.net , since it has a limitation such as number of users connect on it, we replaced it by using sqlserver2005.  
2. Some of the nice built controls in the V.S.net doesn't satisfied our requirements , so we build our controls from zero.
3. We used an external control as text editor to edit the messages body which need a special requirements in the code.  
· Finaly:

1. We built this project with all of the specific requirements to work very well.
2. We hope that our project is suitable to the to be activated in our university.
