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Abstract

This study aims to analyze the reality of the free mobility of the Palestinian citizen in
the West Bank under arbitrary occupation measures and political (Israeli) restrictions
that are represented in many forms, whether material or legal.

Also, the development of the road network in the West Bank has been studied since
the time of the British Mandate represented by the RJ5 & S15 plans of 1942, which
is considered the basis for any Israeli settlement plan later, and after that all the
settlement plans that passed on the West Bank during the period of the Israeli
occupation represented by (alon, Gush Emunim, Druplis, Sharon, 1/50 Road Project)
and the reflection of these plans explain the current state of the West Bank and what
has actually been implemented.

In addition to analyzing the geopolitical situation in the West Bank, and all restrictions
on movement that are represented (closed military areas, the Apartheid Wall,
settlement areas of influence, military sites, bypass roads and movement restrictions

on them, checkpoints, military checkpoints, shooting areas).



Also, three scenarios were dealt with (the current status quo, Tramp plan, the
absence of occupation on the 1967 borders), and the development of solutions and
linkage methods in dealing with these scenarios.

And by the first scenario, all the existing restrictions were taken and a study of
linking roads between the provinces and cities is new in line with the topography by
not dispensing with the bypass methods, the second scenario despite the complete
rejection of the annexation plan but was taken if all of its elements were applied, the
third scenario without any restrictions on movement and dealing with the 1967
borders, the use of crossings as trade exchange points and the establishment of

national road links.
